Prior to joining NASA, Garvey studied economic policy
and language in Vietnam through the Boren Fellowship program, and before that
he spent 4 years in Nagasaki, Japan as a English Teacher. He received his
graduate degree from the Monterey Institute of International Studies in California
and his undergraduate degree from Northeastern University in Boston,
