In addition, we conduct practical design thinking education with the theme of doctoral thesis research in the engineering
field. We also apply the characteristics of design thinking to the way students decide their research subject, as well as the

way students work on it and publish outcomes.

(2) Completion Requirements

The completion requirements of the Graduate School is the following:

- having been enrolled for at least 3 years,

- acquired the credits specified separately,

- having received the necessary research guidance, passed the thesis review and the final examination.
However, for students who displayed particular excellence in their research results, the minimum enrollment period can
be shortened to one year. (For those who completed the master's program within 2 years, the total enrollment of master’'s
program and doctoral program must be at least 3 years.)
The thesis will be judged from the viewpoint of creativity, usefulness and reliability of the contents and those who are

considered to be appropriate will receive a doctoral degree.
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(3) Day and Night Courses

Our graduate program offers day-and-night courses as an exception under Article 14 of the Graduate School Establishment
Standards. (3%)

The day-and-night courses are established to offer classes and study guidance in the evening or at specific times or time slots
in order to accommodate engineers and researchers employed at companies or institutions.

Class hours will be adjusted in order to accommodate applications for the day-and-night courses, so interested applicants
should promptly contact the Graduate Section (058-293-2377).
